It is of vital importance to recognize on what occasion we should never hesitate to say no. A good case in point is the occurrence of helping cheating on test. Are you willing to decline when your good friend asks you for answers to the questions in an examination? Imagine how many cases of corruption occur just because our public servants do not reply with a resounding “NO” to those who have an evil intention. In brief, we should resolutely say no when we think our act will violate our fundamental principle and threaten our belief.

     A couple of factors, both social and individual, can account for this phenomenon. Traditionally, Chinese people attach much importance to interpersonal relation and saving “face” is usually done at the cost of individual interest. Many people feel compelled to do what they do not want to primarily because they cannot afford to lose face. On the other hand, some people do what should not be done because they are induced by potential benefits their act may bring.

It is important to keep in mind that not saying no when you should say no can sometimes have harmful consequences. If children are given everything they ask for, not only may their health be damaged, but also they may grow up selfish and spoilt. Again, in the long run it is kinder to refuse to lend money to a person who has a gambling or alcoholism problem.
